of God.
*What does this text tell me about God (the King) and how His kingdom (how life should be

lived in response to who He is, what He’s done, what He’s doing, and what He’s going to do?
- Write how you will be different today because of what you have just read.
(Application)
« Write out your prayer. (Prayer)

Write any questions you may have (be sure to note the chapter/verse) in the
NOTES section located in the back of the booklet.

STEP 4

Turn to the Table of Contents. Write your entry by date, Scripture, topic, title,
and page.

You can be
flexible in how you use it, but be sure to develop a healthy habit of spending
time daily with the Lord. Some have asked, “When is the best time for my
devotions?
